➢ 10 high quality research papers on different services

➢ Wide engagement - over 50 experts involved in the 

drafting of the papers

➢ Discussed in detail in NY in January 2019

However there is still work to be done:

➢ The papers raised a number of cross-cutting issues 

which now need to be addressed

➢ Not all services covered …

➢ Water-related services may need separate focus
